Shares of the Euro Fund are denominated in euro. The Euro Fund is one of eight Feeder Funds (the “Feeder Funds”) comprising 
the Euro Fund, Aurum Isis Institutional Euro Fund Ltd. (the “Institutional Euro Fund”), Aurum Isis Swiss Franc Fund Ltd. (the 
“Swiss Franc Fund”), Aurum Isis Dollar Fund Ltd. (the “Dollar Fund”), Aurum Isis Institutional Dollar Fund Ltd. (the “Institutional 
Dollar Fund”), Aurum Isis Sterling Fund Ltd. (the “Sterling Fund”), Aurum Isis Institutional Sterling Fund Ltd. (the “Institutional 
Sterling Fund”) and Aurum Isis Australian Dollar Fund Ltd. (the “Australian Dollar Fund”) that invest in Aurum Isis Fund Ltd. 
(the “Master Fund”). The Feeder Funds have euro, Swiss franc, US dollar, sterling, and Australian dollar denominated shares 
respectively. The Euro Fund is listed on the Bermuda Stock Exchange.

The Feeder Funds must invest solely into Participating Shares of the Master Fund, except in the case of the Swiss Franc, Sterling, 
Institutional Sterling, Euro, Institutional Euro and Australian Dollar Funds in respect of currency hedging. The Participating 
Shares of the Master Fund are valued in US dollars. The Swiss Franc, Sterling, Institutional Sterling, Euro, Institutional Euro 
and Australian Dollar Funds whilst investing into US dollar denominated Participating Shares of the Master Fund will, by 
appropriate currency hedging, seek to protect the value of their shares in their respective currencies. The Master Fund pays 
the fees of the Administrators, Depositary, audit, formation and minor out of pocket expenses and Directors’ fees of all Funds. 
Each Feeder Fund will otherwise bear its own costs and liabilities.

The Company's performance is allied with the performance of the Master Fund. The Performance Review, the Market Review

The Investment Adviser Fee and Incentive Fee are calculated based on a percentage of the Gross Asset Value of the Company 
as at the relevant month end. The Gross Asset Value means the value of the assets of the Company at a valuation point less the 
liabilities and accrued expenses of the Company other than liabilities that relate to Investment Adviser Fees, Incentive Fees, 
Administrator Fees, Depositary Fees, Directors' Fees, Audit Fees, Formation Expenses and Sundry Expenses each as incurred 
with respect to the valuation period ending on such valuation point.

The Incentive Fee is equal to the number of Participating Shares in the Company multiplied by a percentage of the amount by 
which the Gross Asset Value per Participating Share on a valuation day exceeds the higher of:

(i) The Base Value: the Net Asset Value per Participating Share on the Base Date increased by the relevant hurdle of 1/12 
of the annualised hurdle rate multiplied by the number of performance fee periods since the last Base Date. The Base 

(ii) The High Water Mark: the Net Asset Value per Participating Share on the last valuation day upon which an Incentive 
Fee was crystallised or, if higher, the initial Net Asset Value per Participating Share upon inception of that share class.
